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1. Course Description
 This course is 40% Aerospace Science, 40% Leadership Education, and 20% Wellness.  Integrated throughout this course are 21st century skills that include learning and innovation skills, critical thinking, problem solving, communication and collaboration.

a. Aerospace Science - this course is primarily a history program that is designed to acquaint the student with the historical development of flight, the role of the military in history, and the science behind flying.  The space portion of the course is a science course that includes the latest information available in space science.  It provides an in-depth study of the earth, sun, stars, moon, and solar system including the terrestrial and the outer planets.  The last part of this course is an Introduction to Global Awareness, knowing how historical, geographic, religious, and ethnic factors have shaped the seven major regions of the world.  We also cover how economic, political, and social factors impact cultures. We will also focus on college/career readiness every quarter for the duration the cadet is enrolled within JROTC. 

b. Leadership Education - Introduces cadets to the Air Force Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps (AFJROTC) program. It provides information about military traditions, citizenship, the U.S. government, wellness, health, fitness, and how to exercise self-control. We begin with the history, organization, mission, goals, and objectives of AFJROTC. Next follows the military uniform and appearance standards, information about attitude, discipline, respect; and ethics, which is important for leadership and decision-making. You will learn about saluting properly, recognizing rank, and using military titles. Discipline (including drill) and respect are vital parts of the Air Force and AFJROTC. Life Skills and Career Opportunities - This portion of the course stresses communications skills, resume writing, interviewing skills, financial independence, choosing a career, and cadet corps activities. The beginning of the year puts the upper-class cadets in the position of trainer and role models for first and second year cadets. Written reports and speeches complement academic materials. Cadet corps activities include holding positions of responsibility in the planning and execution of corps projects. 


c. Wellness - the course includes weekly accomplishment of physical fitness exercises and discussion of pertinent aspects of a good, life-long fitness program.  Cadets are required to wear their issued physical fitness uniforms for a complete grade.
2. Course Objectives

· Adhere to proper and weekly uniform wear. (Required for passing the course)
· Uniform wear is mandatory and must be worn the entire day.
· Uniform will be worn each (Wednesday or Thursday) depending on block schedule

· Adhere to AFJROTC appearance standards. (Required for passing the course)
· Building Personal Awareness

· Introduction into aerospace studies
· Introduction into leadership studies

· Drill and uniform inspection will be accomplished on a routine basis.

4. The student must provide:

5. Grading Policy: General: Cadet grading is broken down into three parts:

 

a. Academic Performance: This grade is a measurement of cadet performance in assigned course work. It makes up 45% of the total grade and is a direct result of test (25%) and daily classroom participation/quizzes (20%).  

 


b. LEADERSHIP PERFORMANCE:  This portion covers three distinct areas encompassing 30% of the total grade:

   1.  Wearing the uniform properly and as scheduled.

   2.  Attitude, military bearing, leadership performance, classroom participation.
   3.  Performance of the basic military drills procedures.

 


c. WELLNESS: This area is based on participation in physical fitness and wear of the PT uniform (sweat shirt/pants on inclement weather days).  It comprises 25% of the total grade.  
 

6.  MAKE UP WORK:  For each class absence, a student is allowed one class to complete missed assignments for full credit.  THIS INCLUDES UNIFORM WEAR MAKEUP!  
7.   LATE WORK:  Late assignments will receive a maximum grade of 60% and will be accepted up to two days late.
